ORDINANCE NO. 008/2016

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MONROE,
WASHINGTON, DISBANDING THE MONROE LIBRARY
BOARD; REPEALING CHAPTER 248 MMC LIBRARY
BOARD; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND
ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, the Monroe Library Board was created through Ordinance No. 1114
adopted by the Monroe City Council on November 19, 1997; and

WHEREAS, the main purpose of the Monroe Library Board is to provide advice
to the City Council on library issues and to act as a liaison with the Sno-Isle Library
System which provides library services to the City of Monroe; and

WHEREAS, the Monroe Library Board has solely functioned as an advisory
board to the Sno-lIsle Libraries for some time, with little to no contact with City Staff or
the City Council, save for the appointment and confirmation process; and

' WHEREAS, the Sno-iIsle Libraries no longer sees a need for an advisory board in
this capacity, and will no longer be staffing or utilizing the Monroe Library Board: and

WHEREAS, in May 2016, the Monroe Library Boardmembers voted unanimously
to dissolve the Monroe Library Board, in order to allow volunteers to serve the Library in
other capacities or throughout the community; and

WHEREAS, the City Council wishes to disband the current Monroe Library
Board, relieve the current members of their terms of office, encourage these individuals
to serve the City of Monroe through other available service opportunities, and repeal
Monroe Municipal Code (MMC) 2.48, Library Board.

NOW THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MONROE DO
ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.  Disbanding of Monroe Library Board. The Monroe Library Board is
hereby disbanded, and all Library Board members are relieved of their positions and
current terms of office.

Section 2.  Repeal of Chapter 2.48 MMC. Chapter 2.48, Library Board, of the
Monroe Municipal Code is hereby repealed in full:
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Section 3. Severability. [f any section, sentence, clause or phrase of

this ordinance should be held to be invalid or unconstitutional by a court of
competent jurisdiction, such invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not affect the
validity or constitutionality of any other section, sentence, clause or phrase of this
ordinance.

Section 4.  Effective Date. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect five
(5) days from and after its passage and approval and publication as required by law.
